Caillean is such a
strong woman, the archetypical mother, always there to take care of Eilan, however she needs Eilan's friendship as
much as Eilan needs hers. Dieda, the songbird, a character that creates increasing distrust in the characters and the
reader as the story progresses, but her bitterness with what life has dealt out to her is so HUMAN.
